One thing has been facebook live competitions where one records live a short 12 shoe game.  But some people don’t use 

facebook or even have a phone to record their games or are not comfortable doing that.   This is where Email horseshoe

gm 5  4 ringers and 10 singles =22 pts 

gm 6  3 ringers and 8 singles = 17 pts 

gm 7  9 ringers and 10 singles = 37pts 

You just email the results in to xpostiex@gmail.com by any sunday and your in.  Each week the Canada 20 runs from 
Monday to Sunday.  results are posted on Horseshoe Canada online pitching facebook page and emailed to all players 
entered.
